	This operation, which is used to reduce the client’s weight, is performed using minimally invasive laparoscopic methods, or “keyhole” surgery.
This means that it is not necessary to make any extensive incisions to the wall of the abdomen. The operation involves small incisions into the wall of the abdomen, through which special tubes are inserted to lead the instruments into the abdominal cavity. The surgeon monitors and controls the instruments on a television screen via miniature cameras, which also lead through the same tubes into the abdominal cavity.

The operation involves loosening the left wall of the stomach and then stitching folds in the stomach. This makes the stomach significantly smaller. Reducing the size of the stomach limits the amount of food intake .
The effectiveness of this operation method has been proven by the several thousand operations that have already been performed all over the world. Nevertheless,  the overall number of patients is still too small to have valid results about the effectivity of this operation, specially about the long term results. Therefore in general this operation is still considered to be experimental. 
 On average, it reduces the level of obesity by half, with the weight stabilised in the long term. With each specific client the results particularly depend on the client’s cooperation and willingness to adhere to the recommended regimen.

As with any form of surgery, gastric sleeve resection has a certain inherent risk of complications. 


Common complications include:
1)  Possibility of bleeding from the stitched part of the stomach
2)  Leakage around the stitched part of the stomach (causing peritonitis)
3)  Difficulty swallowing food, or heartburn – these may last for a few weeks after the operation.

These complications may render another operation necessary.
The literature specifies that one of the consequences of complications resulting from this operation is the death of the patient.



Later complications include:
1)   Stretching and enlargement of the folded stomach. This reduces the effectiveness of the operation. This complication has been described in some cases, yet considering the short time that this method has been used, the risk of this complication occurring has not been thoroughly investigated.

This operation is considered reversible, so defolding of the stomach is possible.

As with every laparoscopic operation, it can happen that further use of the laparoscopic technique is not feasible or safe. In such a case, the operation is completed using standard surgical procedures through a larger incision.

This operation, like all other forms of surgery involving a general anaesthetic, has the risk of general complications, particularly venous thrombosis, pulmonary embolism, infection of the operation wounds, or complications associated with the anaesthetic. In recent years the occurrence of these complications has been greatly reduced through preoperative preparations. These particularly consist of the administration of substances to reduce blood clotting. The risk of such complications does not exceed tenths of a percent.
